In addition, Ms Anderson has co-authored two Reasonable 

Accommodations handbooks. She currently provides training and technical assistance on a 

variety of housing/disability issues thru her consulting firm, ADA Housing and Services.

DIRECTIONS:  

From 95/128 South: Take Exit 19b (Highland Ave.Needham). Muzi Ford will be on the right. At 

end of ramp get into left lane and at the first light turn Left onto Hunting Rd. At the next light, 

turn Left onto Kendrick St. At the second light, turn Left at the sign for the Gosman Jewish 

Community Center. Coleman House is the first building on the left at the top of the hill. Park in 

the first (unpaved) lot on your Right as you come up the hill. 

 

From 95/128 North: Take Exit 19b(Highland Ave.Needham). At the end of the ramp get in the 

far left lane then take the first Left to reverse side of the road in order to cross back over 128. 

Continue in left lane to the first light and turn Left onto Hunting Rd. At first light turn Left onto 

Kendrick St. At second light turn Left at the Gosman Jewish Community Center sign. Park in 

the first (unpaved) lot on your right as you come up the hill.
